Please fill out the “3 Things We Need
to Know” section of this packet. Also,
feel free to call or write a note with
your needs prior to camp starting.
The camp staff is often bustling about
on the first morning of camp, so
communicating in advance or in
writing is best.

Camper Calls/Visits
Though the staff is always accessible
to talk to you at any time, campers
cannot receive or place phone calls
while at camp. Cell phones are
prohibited and may be left at the
desk. You may join us for lunch each
day, but visits at other times can be
disruptive. The best way to
communicate with your child is by
tucking a supportive note in her
lunchbox. Homesick campers are
encouraged to draw pictures or write
notes to take home to their parents.

THE BUDDY SYSTEM

the buddy system. Anytime a camper
goes anywhere, they must have a
buddy and a staff person with them.
